FINALLYU!IIl CoLeco's CPM 2.2 HAS ARRIVED. THE
PROGRAM COMES IN A BINDER LIKE CALC AND L0GO. THE
DOCUMENTATION IS DETAILED AND EXTENSIVE COVERING ALL
COMPONENTS AND FEATURES OF CPM 2.2 AS ADAPTED FOR THE
ADAM. THERE HAYE BEEN ALOT OF QUESTIONS AS TO WHAT CPM
IS AND HOW IT WILL AID THE ADAM USER. I WILL GIVE A
BRIEF BACKGROUND ON CPM AND THEN TALK ABOUT ITS
APPLICABILITY,

CPM IS AN OPERATING SYSTEM THAT PERFORMS COMMON
FUNCTIONS REQUIRED FOR ALL COMPUTERS, SUCH AS READING
AND WRITING BETWEEN THE COMPUTER AND THE TERMINAL,
PRINTER AND STORAGE DEVICES (DDP/ DIsk). CPM IS THE
